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Climbing glaciers 

The national park was created in 1991 and extended in 1998. Jostedalsbreen is a large plateau, with many glaciers and it is the largest glacier in mainland Europe. The national park also contains many other smaller glaciers. The glaciers and melting water have formed a series of moraines and other interesting geological formations. Sparkling streams, rivers and waterfalls in the hills and valleys characterize the area. The National Park is one of the largest areas of wilderness that is eligible again in southern Norway. Jostedalsbreen is used for outdoor recreation, education and research. 




Loen church

Here is a picture of the church of Loen. The Church is an octagonal church built on 1837 in the municipality of Stryn in Sogn og Fjordane.
The structure is wood and the church has 185 seats.
